• 2-35 gal. bags or cans 

• Free 18 gal. recycle bin provided 

• $11.69  per month* 

Cart Service 

• One 95 gal. polycart provided 

• Bin recycling optional 

• $24.25 per month* 

Additional Bags:  $1.50*    Additional 
bags for garbage must be purchased at 
the Municipal Water Office for $1.50 
each.  Any extra trash that is not in one 
of these bags will be picked up, but a 
$2.50 assessment will be added to your 
water bill.

When Can I Recycle? 

Recycling pick up will be the same 

day as trash service.  For items 
not included in the curbside green 
bin program, check the list of other 
disposal options. 

How Do I Recycle? 

Recycling is easy!  Simply rinse your 
items and place loosely in your bin 
with bagged newsprint on top.  The 
only item accepted in a bag is 

newsprint.  Place bin at curbside on 
the same day as your trash  service. 

Place All Items  
Inside the Bin ... 

NO BAGS!   

Except for 
newsprint,  
items that are 
placed in bags 
will not be  
collected.   

All paper should be 
bagged and placed 
on top of bin.
